 1.0     Convened at 3:00 PM; Pledge to Flag: Selectmen Present: Chairman, Mark Russell, Rayna Leibowitz, George Thomson.  Staff Present: Trudy Lamoreau, Town Manager; Steve Ochmanski, CEO, LPI, RC; Larry Nadeau II, PW Foreman; Ellery Bane, Assessing Agent

 5.0     Scheduled Business
         5.1 Ferrin Road Bridge Engineering Project - Consideration of this proposal was prompted by the immediacy of engineering to facilitate the Ferrin Road bridge/culvert project so work can be done this year.  Of the $18,500 proposed, $9000 would be at the Town’s expense and $9,500 from the DEP Grant.  We want a straight bridge and not a culvert so the stream bed is not impacted.  A motion to contract with Calderwood Engineering to design the stream crossing was made by Mark Russell, seconded by George Thomson and voted 3 - 0.  The policy of the Board to waive the bid process requirements normally used was discussed and agreed by the full board because of the limited time frame.  A public meeting will be held for informational purposes especially for those impacted by the project when a construction schedule is determined.
         Dian White provided a proposed Temporary Public Access Agreement between Dian D. White and the Town of Litchfield drafted by her attorney.  Potential alternate routes were discussed but none were found to be practical.
         Mr. Ken Vorhees, a neighbor of the Ferrin Road project, has offered his property for the staging of materials if found appropriate.
	    5.2 Jeffrey Phillips Update - Mr. Phillips did not come in Monday (Labor Day) with his consent agreements but arrived for the Board meeting (which was not scheduled or held).  He signed the agreement regarding the trash but refused to sign the agreement regarding the shore land zoning violation.  Steve reported today that he swept his trash into the center of the driveway and ignited it, resulting in a fire department response and a criminal violation issue for illegal burning of trash.  He is expected to be at the Sept 14th meeting.
	  5.3 2015 Tax Commitment Workshop
                 Current (2014) rate is 14.25 mil
                 Proposed (2015) 15.75 to 15.80
                 1 mil = $300,000
                 1.25 mil required to meet obligation on roads.  The rest is schools and County Tax.
 Reviewed and discussed proposals. The Chairman questioned whether these figures reflected the $100,000 voted to be taken from the Undesignated Fund Balance and found they did not.  The work sheet did not include this action so it was not included so future work sheets will be revised to include it.  Consideration was given to using 15.45, 15.50 and 15.55 reflecting potential overlay amounts that may be used for tax abatements, if errors are found.  A motion was made to approve tax commitment in the amount of 15.55 for 2015 on a motion by Rayna Leibowitz, seconded by George Thomson and voted 3 - 0.  Any funds from the Overlay account not needed for abatements will go to the Undesignated Fund Balance at the end of the fiscal year.
