 Final Minutes

 1.0     Convened at 6:30 PM; Pledge to Flag: Selectmen Present: Chairman, Mark Russell, Rayna Leibowitz, George Thomson.  Staff Present: Steve Ochmanski, CEO, LPI, Tina Gowell, Darryl Ellis, Kevin Buckmore of the Fire & Rescue Dept.; Tamas Szepsy and Don Jenkins, Budget Committee, Richard Lane, RAC.
         Guests Present: None
 2.0     Minutes of November 5 and October 26 meetings have not been reviewed for final approval and were tabled until next meeting.
 3.0     Reports and Correspondence
         3.1 Town Manager Absent and no report.  It was noted the Town Office will be closed for Veterans Day on Wednesday and briefly for the funeral of Chief Labbe’s son, Steven on Thursday.
         3.2 Code Officer/Plumbing Inspector - A. Two Building Permit Logs were provided for August and September, reflecting 10 permits and one demolition in August, reflecting 10 permits and one demolition in September.  The combined owner identified values are over $350,000.
         B. Steve reported the permitting of replacement subsurface wastewater systems continues, required by lending institutions, generally.
 The Chairman requested an additional agenda item in the future for the Road Commissioner to report.
         3.3. Road Commissioner - Steve reported tonight for Larry who is out of town.
                A. The winter equipment continues to be prepared for what’s coming.
                B. The new one ton truck has been delivered to the dealer in Skowhegan. They will do their prepping and send it for installation of the body and additional equipment.  The cab and body were inspected by a PW rep and Selena, they found it to be in compliance with the required specifications.
         3.3 Fire and Rescue - Tina reported the First Responder Class continues to be going well.  There are 3 more weeks left and the final testing will be done after the holidays.
