 Final Minutes


 1.0     Convened at 3:00 PM; Pledge to Flag: Selectmen Present: Chairman, Mark Russell, Rayna Leibowitz, George Thomson.  Staff Present: Trudy Lamoreau, Town Manager; Ellery Bane, Assessing Agent; Larry Nadeau II, PW Foreman; Bryan Lamoreau, Transfer Station Manager.        Guests Present: None
 5.0     Scheduled Business
         5.1 Board of Assessors Workshop- The following Tax Abatements were heard, discussed and acted on:
         1) Town of Litchfield - R03, Lot 80, tax bill was printed because the agent failed to click on “municipal property”. Abatement - $152.70 approved on a motion by George Thomson, seconded by Rayna Leibowitz and voted 3 - 0.
         2) Michael Nelder, Map R01, lot 47 on 2 #1973, Homestead Exemption, did not move until after 4/1/15. Abatement - $155.50 approved on a motion by George Thomson, seconded by Rayna Leibowitz and voted 3 - 0.
         3) Patricia Blake - Map R08, Lot 06 on 2 - Mobile home has been gone since July 2012, record not updated until now.  Abatement $46.65 approved on a motion by George Thomson, seconded by Rayna Leibowitz and voted 3 - 0.
         4) Nicole Russell, Mobile home not owned by her.  Tax bill generated due to a clerical error.  Abatement - $293.35 approved on a motion by George Thomson, seconded by Rayna Leibowitz and voted 3 - 0.
         5) Estate of John Gallant, Map R06, Lot 62 -Vacant lot, no access, have made record similar to abutting rear lot, for consistency.  Abatement - 4443.00 approved on a motion by George Thomson, seconded by Rayna Leibowitz and voted 3 - 0.
         6) Bobby Bowen, Map R01, Lot 024 - TRIO anomaly in error.  Abatement $233.25 approved on a motion by George Thomson, seconded by Rayna Leibowitz and voted 3 - 0.
         7) Scott Burnham, Map Ro2, Lot 009 B.  Mobile Home.  Abatement - $79.80 approved on a motion by George Thomson, seconded by Rayna Leibowitz and voted 3 - 0.
         8) GNC Holding, LLC. #27 Personal Property not sufficiently depreciated.  Abatement $9.33
         9) Simone Gagnon, Homestead Exemption disappeared from records for several years with no explanation.  This abatement applies to this year only - $155.50 approved on a motion by George Thomson, seconded by Rayna Leibowitz and voted 3 - 0.  Any abatement for previous years is at the discretion of the Board.
         10) Rush Development LLC - Map R011, Lot 38 - 5. This was originally billed to another person - the correct owner.  Abatement $478.16
         11) Grenada James, REI, LLC Map U20, Lot 31. Building torn down in 2013.  Abatement - $522.78
         The following Supplemental Tax Bills were heard, discussed and acted on:
         12) G. David Byras Sr. Requested removal from Tree Growth of 25 acres.  Additional Taxes Due - $3,435.20 approved on a motion by George Thomson, seconded by Rayna Leibowitz and voted 3 - 0.
         13) DAC Partnership, Map R01 Lot 68 Requested removal from Tree Growth of 91 acres.  Additional Taxes Due - $3,986.40 approved on a motion by George Thomson, seconded by Rayna Leibowitz and voted 3 - 0.
	 5.2 Transfer Station Manager Update: Bryan Lamoreau reported as follows:
         1) Craig Marshall chipped about half the brush pile.  The remainder is dirt, stones, stumps and logs that he will not put through his equipment.   The recommendation is to have about 25 feet of woods cut back, behind the current brush pile and push this wood debris into it, cover it with dirt and allow it to decompose in place.  Bryan discussed this with Linda Butler and she said she would give a waiver for it.
         2) The ground where the brush had been will become a muddy quagmire as rain and snow arrive and traffic churns it up.  The recommendation is to place a layer of good gravel here, at least 12 inches deep, if this area is to continue to be used for brush.
         3) Another brush alternative may be to use the sand pit area, immediately north of the proposed Community Park, with opening it a few days in the spring and fall and perhaps one day a month through the summer.  This would have a person monitoring material brought in and restricting it to only include allowed materials.  The budget would need to be adjusted appropriately.  Larry will contact the DEP person he has dealt with to discuss this topic.
         4) The Transfer Station has a deadline of 12/31/15 to address the household solid waste (HSW) issue.  The recommendation of the Solid Waste Committee is to A) request an extension of one year to continue the research and implement a process and accomplish the infrastructure changes for it; B) commit to the purchase of two compactors for HSW, with immediate (when funding is secured) installation of a single compactor, continuing the current recyclables collection of sorted materials, converting to a possible single stream process at a later time, using the second compactor if needed; and C) implementing an immediate, thorough and aggressive education program regarding changes at the Transfer Station and encouraging more recycling activities.
7.0 Legal
         7.1 Executive Session was entered under the provisions of M.R.S.A. 405§ (6) (Personnel Issue) at 4:48 PM approved on a motion by George Thomson, seconded by Rayna Leibowitz and voted 3 - 0.  The Executive session was declared over at 5:45 PM.  A contract was offered to Larry (Lawrence) Nadeau II for employment as the Road Commissioner and accepted.
