Minutes of the Selectmen’s Meeting
November 22, 2011

1.0 Meeting convened by Chair Doug Read at 6:30 PM.  Pledge to flag.

2.0 George Thomson moved/Rayna Leibowitz seconded (passed 3-0) to accept minutes of November 8, 2011 as written.

4.1 Town Manager Reported that:
(a) He signed today K.V.C.O.G.’s Comp Plan update consulting contract, amended as follows:

(i) Although the contract is for a sum not to exceed $20,000, “the Parties acknowledge that only $10,000 has been appropriated for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2012.”
(ii) The contract terminates, not on December 31, 2012 as originally written, but on June 30, 2013.

(b) The Toshiba phone system upgrade installation is currently underway.

(c) Last Wednesday’s (November 16th) PACE Workshop, organized by Beth Nagusky and facilitated by Dana Fischer, Efficiency Maine Trust, attracted four residents.

(d) The following individuals met at the Perkins Road “retaining wall” to take measurements and pictures;  Attorney Seth Goodall, Chair Doug Read, P.W. Foreman Ron Ridley, CEO Steve Ochmanski and the Manager.
4.6 P.W. Foreman Ron Ridley reviewed his cost estimate to upgrade (cross culvert, additional gravel, etc.) the “low point” on the Little Road.  Of the total project cost of $6,964.00. $4,519.00 represents “out-of –pocket” expenses for the culvert, gravel, and renting a roller (see Attachment #1).  George Thomson moved/Rayna Leibowitz seconded (passed 3-0) to spend an amount not to exceed $4,700.00 from the Capital Projects account.

5.1       Bruce Slattery/Stan Labbe:
(a) Reviewed Jeffrey Holeway’s (an electrical engineer) Litchfield Fire Department’s “Power Usage” report, dated November 16, 2011; and the three bids submitted for a “replacement” generator.
(b) As recommended by Mssrs. Slattery and Labbe, George Thomson moved/Rayna Leibowitz seconded (passes 3-0) to approve Ben King & Son’s (the low bidder) $16,285.00 proposed to install a 48K.W. Generac generator, with funding from the Capital Equipment “Sub-account” (approximate balance of $135K).
5.2 George Thomson moved/Doug Read seconded (passed 2-0; Rayna Leibowitz recused herself as she is the Society’s Secretary) to allow the Historical Society to microfilm and digitize Account Ledgers, dated 1795 to 1903, paid for with grant funds (see Attachment # 2).

5.3 David Cullen, 99 Grant Road: Shoreland Zoning/Building Permit Issues “Revisited.”
(a) Using C.E.O. Ochmanski’s “Notice of Incomplete Application,” dated August 13, 2011 as a guide, Rayna Leibowitz assisted Mr. Cullen in “completing” his “plunge pool” building application as follows:

(i) The Board’s consensus was to accept the Grant Road Association’s August 14, 2011 minutes, allowing Mr. Cullen to perform stormwater run off “remedial” work on the road.

(ii) C.E.O. accepted a copy of Mr. Cullen’s signed mortgage deed, reflecting his property’s deed description.

(iii) Mr. Cullen stated that the graph paper reflecting his site plan was “scaled” so that the C.E.O. could determine where structures, including the proposed plunge pool, could be located “on the face of the earth.”

(iv) If Mr. Cullen decides to relocate his 6’ wide “meandering” path to Sand Pond, he must submit, before construction, an “as built” site plan to the C.E.O.

(b) Claiming that his $50.00 money order for the permit fee had been “lost in the mail,” Mr. Cullen wrote out a personal check (#3358)for $50.00 (which after the meeting the Manager placed on the Office Manager’s desk).

5.4 Chair Doug Read opened the 10 sealed bids for the 16 cord +/- “CMP” tree length logs (see Attachment #3).  George Thomson moved/Rayna Leibowitz seconded (passed 3-0) to accept the high bid of $1,624 submitted by Kevin Peckham, West Gardiner.

5.5 Board discuss action to be taken, if any, on Attorney Seth Goodall’s November 10th e-mail, concerning “a significant amount of manure on a town way creating an obstruction that is a nuisance and a potential hazard.” (see Attachment # 4).

(a) Attendee Mark Russell stated that by statute, unless a waiver is sought, manure transport on town ways must cease by December 1st.
(b) After general discussion, George Thomson moved/Rayna Leibowitz seconded (passed 3-0) to have the Manager draft an article for the Sodalite asking local farmers to be more careful in the future when hauling manure from their pits to their fields.

5.6 Board consensus to accept the Manager/Road Commissioner’s recommendation that approximately the first 1,000 feet of David Southmayd’s 2,000 foot long gravel “driveway” (“Beaver Lane Extension”) was “grandfathered”  as it “matches up” to an “old” (dating back to the ‘60’s) camp road.
George Thomson moved/ Rayna Leibowitz seconded (passed 3-0) to approve/sign:
9.1 Town Voucher #10 for $54,203.13; and,

9.2 Town Payroll #10 for $13,463.29.

10.0 Other Business: a Pat Dow listing and measuring “incident.” 
(a) Attendee John Carpenter, Plains Road, was “upset” that when Mr. Dow recently measured structures on his property, he “trespassed” by “climbing over” a 3 foot tall fence surrounding an above ground pool.
(b) Mr. Carpenter accepted an offer that a Selectmen will accompany Mr.Dow when he makes an appointment to return to the property to complete his inspection.

13.0 Rayna Leibowitz moved/George Thomson seconded (passed 3-0) to adjourn the meeting at 9:00 P.M.
