 Minutes


1.0 Convened at 3:00 PM; Pledge to Flag: Selectmen Present:, Chairman, Mark Russell, Rayna Leibowitz, George Thomson.  Staff Present: Trudy Lamoreau, Town Manager, Ellery Bane, Assessor’s Agent.

 2.0  Abatements
         2.1 Leonard and Helen Jepson, Homestead Exemption removed in error.  A motion to approve this correction was made by Rayna Leibowitz, seconded by George Thomson and voted 3 - 0.  No financial abatement is applicable.
         2.2 Juan Burahas, personal property taxes but he has none in Litchfield this year.  Previously he had a camper at The Birches Campground.  Abatement of $84.36 approved on a motion made by Rayna Leibowitz, seconded by George Thomson and voted 3 - 0.
         2.3 Elizabeth Gray, Town assessed on 48 acres.  Deed on file indicates 31.56 is correct amount.  Abatement of $118.85 approved on a motion made by Rayna Leibowitz, seconded by George Thomson and voted 3 - 0.
         2.4 Wanda Thomas, waterfront frontage corrected.  Deed is on file.  Abatement of $441.39 approved on a motion made by Rayna Leibowitz, seconded by George Thomson and voted 3 - 0.
         2.5 Elizabeth Hilton property is land only but a building was assessed in error.  Abatement $213.75 approved on a motion made by Rayna Leibowitz, seconded by George Thomson and voted 3 - 0.
         2.6 Larry Nadeau and Renee Nadeau, property was transferred out of ownership but not recorded.  Abatement of $157.09 approved on a motion made by Rayna Leibowitz, seconded by George Thomson and voted 3 - 0.
         2.7 Donald Dimone, R13 Lot 24 acreage of property is incorrect at 30 acres.  Survey shows 23.85 acres.  An error also occurred when data was entered from the list and measure effort which indicated two houses on the property.  There is only one and it has now been corrected. Abatement of $1,653.11 approved on a motion made by Rayna Leibowitz, seconded by George Thomson and voted 3 - 0.
         2.8 Linda Fennel, mobile home on rented lot from Sonny Gowell.  Tax bill included assessment on land in error.  Abatement of $612.38 approved on a motion made by Rayna Leibowitz, seconded by George Thomson and voted 3 - 0.
         2.9 Rodney and Polena Carr, U10 Lot 27, assessed twice for building.  The second building, cement pad and garage are on an abutting lot.  That owner has been assessed for them.  Abatement of $473.914 approved on a motion made by Rayna Leibowitz, seconded by George Thomson and voted 3 - 0.
         2.10 Industry Consulting Group, personal property billed to them as a result of a 2009 letter advising all personal property bills for this property (formerly Whippoorwill Market) to go to them.  There is no personal property on that property. Abatement of $28.76 for 2014 approved on a motion made by Rayna Leibowitz, seconded by George Thomson and voted 3 - 0.  The Board of Selectmen will need to address taxes for the other years - 2009 for $34.02, 2010 for $30.10, 2011 for $25.47 and 2012 for $24.84

 3.0  Supplementals
         3.1 Gretchen Patrick for property incorrectly billed to Larry Nadeau and Renee Nadeau (see 2.6 above). Supplemental of  $157.09 approved on a motion made by Rayna Leibowitz, seconded by George Thomson and voted 3 - 0.

 4.0 Clerk Position
         Ten applications were received for the pending vacancy caused by Doris Parlin’s resignation for retirement.  There was discussion about the process to be used to fill that position.  Because it is an appointed position, the Board of Selectmen makes the selection and appointment.
 A motion to enter Executive Session in accordance with 1 M.R.S.A § 405 (6)(A) was made by Rayna Leibowitz, seconded by George Thomson and voted 3 - 0 at 4:30 PM.  The Executive Session was closed at 5:20 PM.  A motion was made to appoint Carman Douglas as full time Clerk and Registrar of Voters effective Nov 6, 2014 at $13.50 per hour by Rayna Leibowitz, seconded by George Thomson and voted 3 - 0.
         This leaves a part time vacancy to be filled.  The other nine applicants will be sent letters from Trudy, thanking them for their interest in the job, advising it has been filled and indicating we have a part time position and asking would they like their applications to be considered for that position.  Trudy will be responsible for selecting the candidate for that position.

 5.0 The meeting adjourned at 5:45 PM.
