         4.1 Town Manager
                 A.  A town plow truck rolled over in Purgatory last Sunday morning.  The driver was not injured but went for drug and alcohol testing immediately and all tests were negative.  Damage to the truck included the right mirror was mangled and the stack heat shield was dented.  No structural problems were identified.  Extreme slippery roads were the cause.  All plow trucks experienced problems staying on the road even at speeds under 10 MPH.
                 B. Taxes are coming in early.
                 C. GA applications are being handled.  The Fuel Fund is being helped by lower fuel prices.
                 D. A rabies clinic will be scheduled for next month with our costs being only the cost of vaccine.

         4.2 Code Officer/Plumbing Inspector/Acting Road Commissioner
                 A. We’ve got one truck down.  Possible electrical or fuel delivery problem.  An appointment has been made for Fleet Services to look at it on Wednesday morning.  It will be transported by truck and low-bed trailer.
                 B. The last storm was well handled.  Crews worked Friday, Saturday and Sunday.
                 C. Equipment is ready for the incoming storm once Isaiah completes assembly of the last chain.  All trucks will then be equipped with tire chains for the ice.

 5.0     Scheduled Business
         5.1 Foreclosure Bid Openings - 13 bids were received on 5 properties.  One property, a land-locked lot adjacent to the Maine Turnpike had no bids.  All of the bids were opened and announced before a decision was made to accept any of them.
