1.0 Convened at 6:30 PM; Pledge to Flag:
 Selectmen Present: George Thomson, Chairman, Mark Russell, Rayna Leibowitz. 
 Staff Present: Trudy Lamoreau, Town Manager, Steve Ochmanski, CEO/Road Commissioner.  Guests Present: Larry Nadeau, Richard Lane, Bill Quackenbush and Eric Seaman.
2.0     Minutes of the May 27, 2014 meeting submitted for final approval. A motion to approve after amending three areas was made by George Thomson, seconded by Mark Russell and voted 3 - 0.

4.0     Reports and Correspondence
        4.1 Town Manager
                A. Trudy has made contact with Tony Maschiadri and he expects to be at the True Cemetery on Monday or Tuesday of next week to right the stones as proposed.
                B. Cemetery Mowing Proposals - Trudy obtained several excellent recommendations on work done by Pro-Cut.  She will sign the contract with them, commencing July 1, 2014 through Dec 31, 2015.  Contracts after that will be 1 year contracts for the calendar year.
                C. The problem with goose poop at Woodbury Pond Park is continuing.  Tiffany will be requesting continuation of the permit to eliminate them as nuisance wildlife.  Trudy also advised there are a large number of ticks at the Park and signs have been put up, recommending precautions.
                D. The Town Reports have been mailed out in preparation for Town Meeting.
                E. Brush mowing along side town roads started today.  The only call Trudy has received about it was to confirm that it was a town effort.  It was noted that some residents last year expressed concern and indicated they wished to be able to be responsible for their own property trimming in the future.  Rayna will identify who they were and let Steve know.  He will contact them.  (Note: Rayna advised Trudy on 6/10/14 in Steve’s absence).
        4.2 Code Officer/Plumbing Inspector/Acting Road Commissioner
                A. Responding to questions about the lot across from the Country Store: Steve has not yet received a building permit.  The Planning Board has offered a Pre-Application meeting with the representative to informally discuss the “procedure and requirements” of the application process.  The sign on the property indicates a General Dollar store is coming and there has been a lot of comments and discussion.
                B. Steve provided a copy of his permit log for May.  It shows increasing building activity.

        4.5 Assessing Agent - Trudy has received a letter of thanks for Ellery’s efforts to resolve an assessment issue and explain information to a property owner.         5.1 Meadows Golf Course Liquor License renewal - A motion was made by Rayna Leibowitz to approve the renewal, seconded by Mark Russell and voted 3 - 0.
        5.2 Maine Statutes, Title 13, Section 1181 regarding expanding the True Cemetery by “taking” to block development of the lot next (north) of it.  The Statute requires a petition by 10 voters if the Board, in their judgment, deems it a public necessity.  As only one burial in the last 4 years (on a family owned lot) and no requests for the purchase of new lots from the additional lots available have been made, the “public necessity” element would be difficult to support.

        6.1 Richard Lane reported for the Road Advisory Committee that road condition assessments were scheduled to begin on June 10, by Steve Ochmanski, George Thomson and Larry Nadeau.  He also advised there has been discussion concerning the winter maintenance (plowing) of several “roads” that are actually driveways serving limited residents at significant expense and time of Public Works employees.  A recommendation may be made regarding this topic before fall.    There was concern that this might require a Special Town Meeting, but it is within the authority of the Board to make that decision.
