	DISCUSSION:  Additional submission to the preliminary plan includes: New Maps, discussion on writing a letter for the road by the engineer. Agreed it needs to be a waiver by selectmen (to keep the plan on the road as is). Mike Gotto needs to submit a request to select board to be on the agenda. Date to be determined, Mike Gotto assures that the road meets the standards.
	Reviewing changes to 1 to 4 – Added owner name and approval block-sheet 2 added note 11. Bill Monagle explained what the phosphorus plan was. (Paul added that the note on the plan was a condition. Article 4 on the plan, Does the town have it as a condition and does it give the town some input on the plan? Sheet 3-note 8- will be changed and a letter written. Sheet 4 plan same as plan 1, only change is owner name and improval block. Passed out letters received March 21st, 2016 from Bill Monagle on the phosphorus plan. He would like clarification on the level spreaders and amounts written. The numbers are not increases beyond the baseline of phosphorus being removed and are within acceptable measures for Woodbury Pond. Referred to Phosphorus Plan worksheet 2. 
 Note 11- We want driveway length and square footage on the map. 
	Declaration of Easements page 5- common area and forested buffer are labeled on the map and no driveways will go through the buffers.  Note 8- Improve driveway and square footage restrictions as long as the level spreaders and buffers are on the plan to protect future issues (the town can require the buffers and level spreaders to be kept in place) will the buffers be maintained? Bill Monagle said that they are not usually maintained and checked as often as they should be. Mike Gotto did say the homeowners need to keep the buffers and level spreaders maintained.
	Mike Gotto is still waiting for peer review on the phosphorus plan. 1. Amend plan 2. Waiver request on final plan review wants to know if this can be done in one night and the answer is yes.
